Room By Bar

11pm
Male, by the name of Jack. Date is 1795. He is under weight, has scraped knuckles. Height about 5’ 7” and about 58lbs. Hair is mousey blonde and has a dirty face. Married and wearing a wedding band, could possibly be heard walking. He was wearing boots, no socks, trousers, shirt with holes, scruffy. He could be a builder or a farmer. He came to the Stag for money (to be paid, wages). He was only allowed in one part.
11.10pm
Guest, Ali – felt faint, hot dizzy, butterflies in stomach very strong.

Other side of Bar in Restaurant

11.10pm
Male, big guy (his words) “What you doing in my space?” angry fellow. People ran round him. Height – 6ft very large. He would pay Jack for his work. Not lived local, about a mile away. Name is William. Heart gave up too much drinking and smoking.

Jason Team member got Stan or Stanley as a surname in this location.

The Bar

11.15pm
Lady walks along by bar. Height about 5’ 5”. Wearing cloak wit hood. Has long hair – needs washing. Name Charlotte. This lady is distressed and looking for someone. Worn shoes – holes – blisters on her feet. Asking where someone was, was told to go but would come back looking for her husband. Her husband’s name was either Sam or Samuel. He was accused of stealing but didn’t do it. She was given money but threw it back. Probably find coins in the Stag somewhere. 


Male. Height 5’ 8” to 5’ 9”. Leading horses to stables, also worked for William. Collected money. Age in 20’s. Wore a cross and was superstitious. Religious – goes to church on Sunday. Connection with Charles. Took up call to arms but did not come back. Suffered wound to right side and took a while to pass with his injuries. John tasted blood (Team member Claire also tasted blood in this location) he was not buried properly.

11.20pm
Guest getting hot and tingly and clammy. Yet other guests by her felt normal.

Long Room with high wooden beams
11.25pm
Male, big bloke, Worshipful Master, Masons, meeting was once a month. Someone is writing down who owes money to him.  If you don’t pay I will take your daughter. Kangaroo Court, greedy used for self gain. Half of what he owned he had taken from others, no one could do anything.  Someone in this room is laughing at this – don’t as he would throw a chair at you.  He was undermined in the end, he went to court for what he had done dates 1790 – 1810/12.  He has a round face, red when angry, eyes would pop out – bad teeth and breath, he would not be nice if his teeth were hurting him.  He had a wolf hound sat with him, chained to the wall. Duke or Earl – he was young. Money taken from him for soldier’s war in India/Africa.

Coloured man walks outside the Inn, Slave to him, and the slave had to run after carriage and carry stuff into the Inn.


Child from the same era, when this gentleman. When he was here the child would hide. Aged 5-7 years old, skinny, white shirt, he owned nothing. People gave him food and drink. He would hide in bushes outside.  He has a cheeky face child. Attracted to shiny objects, something wrong with legs, one shorter that the other. John felt that the boy slept underground.

There was a conflict between the big bloke and the church. The priest told him to stop taking money but the other who did his dirty work, told priest to stop.  He had missing hair but all the ladies fancied him (so he thought) for his money.

Far end Ladies Toilets
11.40pm
Priest – Old Father John. Not tall, about 5’6” – 5’7”, average build, speaking in English and Latin/Italian, late 1800 – 1910 latest. Came to see people, no services came to comfort people who lost loved ones. Doesn’t mean to frighten people, people see him behind them e.g. in the mirror in the toilets. He is giving people healing, very peaceful. He moved somewhere else to another church. Comes back here for Elizabeth. He is a priest not a monk. He has been seen walking down the road. He checks the cleaning/cleaner. She sings to herself. He knocked a bucket of water over while the cleaner was cleaning. 
11.45pm
Marcia Team member was getting bad taste or perfume??

Long Room with high wooden beams
11.56pm
Two whistles heard by team members. Team searched for location and could not identify where it was coming from.

12.10pm
Larraine Team member went to the toilet. As walking by disabled toilets she saw a hand around the door, fingers coming out of the toilet. The fingers disappeared in front of her.

Jenny and Lorraine stood in the toilet. Lorraine saw some lights in the mirror. Jenny felt calmer in the toilets. Jenny felt a breath across her face. Lorraine felt someone standing behind her.

Jenny feels that the little boy (possibly Tom?) doesn’t like some of the people who work here now. He wants to play but he thinks they are bullies. Jenny has no idea why this came into my head.
2.05am
Jenny and Pam went into the toilet. Jenny felt cold breezes in front of her face. Pam felt coldness behind her. Jenny felt sea breezes and calmness.
2.25am
Jenny feels that the little boy likes to play in the first room before the bar. The little boy feels friendly but also full of confidence for a small child, probably because he has to be.

3.10am
The little boy (Tom) – doesn’t want Jenny or the people to go. That’s the feeling he is showing Jenny.
Investigator Jason’s Notes

The Bar

11.05pm
Jason could hear whispering in the corner by the fireplace as if agreeing with everything being said.
Long room with high wood beams

11.16pm
Foot step and heavy breathing in front of Jemma and Jason, coming up the stairs and then walking back and forth. Claire, Jason and Jemma also heard creaking behind Jemma and Jason, Claire checked for squeaky floor boards or an explanation to the sound, but could not find one. A few seconds later all that was present Claire, Jason, Jemma, Pam heard two whistles, again no explanation. The name Stanley? Possibly a surname?

Ouija Board Session – 12.55am

This session was videoed also. Board opened by Claire and Pam outside the session with Jason taking 

notes behind the camera.

12.55am
Jason feels heavy on shoulder, headache, pain down arms, tingly, cold, pulling on arm.

Planchette vibrating.


Name - Sam, Richard? Richardson


F – comes through on the board.


Jason see’s hangman’s noose.


Guest see’s flash of light behind other guest.


Two taps are heard to the question are you female.


C – comes through on the board.


Jason picks up on an old woman, blind left eye, wearing hooded cloak, very old haggard face, very short 4ft – 5ft. Get her laughing. She is a traveller.

Charlotte, pain down right side, stroke the old lady, sad.


M, D comes through on the board.


At this point Jason goes into a trance like state that Pam pulls him out of.


Ouja Session is closed down.

Summary – By  Monica Sanchez, Team Researcher / Historian
The Stag Inn was originally built in the late 1700’s and leased to a Francis Penn from 1770 who was a Stone Cutter and owned a small quarry near to Alcester.  He may also have been what is called a Banker Mason who specialised in cutting the stone into special shapes for buildings etc and this would have been workshop based.

The original part of the Inn was a timber structure with Gothic Style windows at one end.  A nearby church called All Saints in Billesley, which was in the Manor House grounds, was refurbished at one point so the suggestion is that the Gothic Style Windows may have been recycled from the Church.  Unfortunately, there are no surviving records from this Church.  The rest of the structure of the Stag Inn dates from the 1800’s.  

From 1805, the building has been used as an Inn and no doubt it was a Coaching Inn at some point.  The difference between an Inn and a Public House is that an Inn will provide accommodation and a Public House will not.

The Tunnels underneath may have been used to keep prisoners on their way to a main Court but at no point will the building have  been used as a Court House as the village at that point would have been too small to warrant having Magistrates there, let alone a District/Circuit Judge.  They may also have used to store the tools of Francis Penn.

‘Jack’ and the date falls into the time of the building being a Stone Mason’s and he was probably employed as a Quarryman or Sawyer in the Quarry.  Unfortunately after running a search, I was unable to come up with a much more information about Jack as Jack was a popular name during that period.  He would not have been allowed into the main part of the building due it probably being the main living area for Francis Penn and his family.

William may have been employed as a supervisor or an accountant to the Stone Mason so he would have paid any employees.  His surname could have been Stanley.

Without further details of Charlotte as in dates etc, it is hard to provide further information.  There is a possibility that if her husband was accused of stealing and it was after 1788, he would have been sent to Australia for it.  The money may have been to just get rid of her if she was extremely unkempt.

The only War that was taking place during the late 1700’s was the War of Independence out in America which started in 1776, so the male may have been injured out there and buried in a mass grave.  If he was very religious, this would have gone against his beliefs. The horses would have been used to bring the stone up from the quarry.

It’s mentioned about a male being a Worshipful Master with the Masons.  After extensive searching on the internet, I have discovered that the Free Masons and the Stone Masons are in fact NOT linked.  The tools and implements used by the Free Masons are based on the Stone Mason’s tools but in fact relate to King Solomon’s Temple.  This male would have been the President of the local Masonic Lodge, which now meets at the Town Hall in Alcester.  I am still waiting to hear from the Secretary of the Warwickshire Masons to see if the Alcester Lodge indeed met at the Stag Inn at some point but it was not unusual for any Lodge to meet in a Tavern or Inn.

A Kangaroo Court effectively is where a ‘trial’ takes place often without a Judge or Jury present.  There would be little or no defence as the outcome would often be determined in advance.  Effectively, this procedure was often done by those in High up places in order to gain land etc and my understanding is that most of the Evidence provided would by hearsay.  

As the dates are so far apart, it would be difficult to actually pinpoint any actual Court Documents to prove as would whether he would be a Duke or an Earl.  As there are no names, it would be mere guesswork as to who it would be.  

The coloured man would have been a rarity in England but did exist as the Slave Trade was not abolished until 1807 within the UK.

Without the name of the child, there is no way of checking who he was or whether he had been adopted but it is likely that he worked for his keep at the Stone Mason or Inn.

The conflict between the man and the Church may have had something to do with the Church System of contributing towards it or his overall ways of treating people.  Again, this is just a suggestion.

Father John would have conducted Masses in Latin which suggests that he would have been a Catholic Priest.  However, the nearest Catholic Church to Alcester is in Stratford-upon-Avon or in Shottery which would have made it quite a journey to Alcester.  Again, as the time scale is not so precise, it makes it difficult to trace who he would have been.  

Could the little boy be the same one mentioned above?

All other names and details could not be confirmed without further details or even being viewed as pure speculation.
